TREATMENT OF | NVESTORS AND | NVESTMENTS

Article 1102: National Treatnent

1. Each Party shall accord to investors of another Party
treatment no less favorable than that which it accords, in like
circunstances, to its own investors wth respect to the
est abl i shnent , acqui sition, expansi on, managenent , conduct,
operation and sale or other disposition of investnents.

2. Each Party shall accord to investnents of investors of another
Party treatnent no less favorable than that which it accords, in
like circunstances, to investnments of its own investors wth
respect to the establishnment, acquisition, expansion, nanagenent,
conduct, operation and sale or other disposition of investnents.

3. The treatnent accorded by a Party under paragraphs 1 and 2
means, W th respect to a state or province, treatnent no |ess
favorable than the nost favorable treatnent accorded in |Iike

circunstances by such state or province to investors, and to
i nvestnents of investors, of the Party of which it forns a part.

4. For greater certainty, no Party shall:

(a) inpose on an investor of another Party a requirenent
that a mninum level of equity in an enterprise in the
territory of the Party be held by its nationals, other
than nom nal qualifying shares for directors or
i ncorporators of corporations; or

(b) require an investor of another Party, by reason of its
nationality, to sell or otherwise dispose of an
investnent in the territory of the Party.

Article 1103: Most-Favored-Nati on Treat nent

1. Each Party shall accord to investors of another Party
treatment no less favorable than that which it accords, in like
ci rcunstances, to investors of another Party or of a non-Party wth
respect to the establishnment, acquisition, expansion, nanagenent,
conduct, operation and sale or other disposition of investnents.

2. Each Party shall accord to investnents of investors of another
Party treatnent no less favorable than that which it accords, in
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i ke circunstances, to investnents of investors of another Party or
of a non-Party with respect to the establishnment, acquisition,
expansi on, nmanagenent, conduct, operation and sale or other
di sposition of investnents.

Article 1104: Non-discrimnatory Treat nent

Each Party shall accord to investors of another Party and to
investnents of investors of another Party the better of the
treatment required by Articles 1102 and 1103 ("non-discrimnatory
treatnment").

Article 1105: M nimum Standard of Treat nent

1. Each Party shall accord to investnents of investors of another
Party treatnment in accordance with international |aw including
fair and equitable treatnment and full protection and security.

2. Wthout prejudice to paragraph 1 and notw thstanding Article
1108 (8) (b), each Party shall accord to investors of another Party
and to i nvest nent s of I nvestors of anot her Party,
non-di scrimnatory treatnment with respect to neasures it maintains
or adopts relating to losses suffered by investnments in its
territory oning to armed conflict or civil strife.

3. Paragraph 2 shall not apply to existing neasures related to
subsidies or grants that are inconsistent with Article 1102.

Article 1106: Perfornmance Requirenents

1. A Party shall not inpose the followng requirenents, or
enforce any commtnent or wundertaking, in connection with the
establishnment, acquisition, expansion, nmanagenent, conduct or
operation of an investnent of an investor of a Party or of a
non-Party inits territory:

(a) to export a given level or percentage of goods or
servi ces;

(b) to achieve a given level or percentage of donestic
cont ent;

(c) to purchase, wuse or accord a preference to goods
produced or services provided in its territory, or to
purchase goods or services from persons in its
territory,;
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(d) to relate in any way the volunme or value of inports to
the volunme or value of exports or to the anount of
foreign exchange i nfl ows associ at ed with such
i nvest nent ;

(e) to restrict sales of goods or services in its territory
that such investnent produces or provides by relating
such sales in any way to the volume or value of its
exports or foreign exchange earni ngs;

(f) to transfer technology, a production process or other
proprietary know edge to a person in its territory,
except when the requirenent is inposed or the comm tnent
or undertaking is enforced by a court, admnistrative
tribunal or conpetition authority to renmedy an alleged
violation of conpetition |aws; or

(g0 to act as the exclusive supplier of the goods it
produces or services it provides to a specific region or
wor | d market . ?

2. A requirenment that an investnent use a technology to neet
general ly appl i cabl e heal t h, safety or envi ronnent al
standards-rel ated nmeasures, as defined in Article 915, shall not be
construed to be inconsistent wth paragraph 1(f). For greater
certainty, Articles 1102, 1103 and 1104 shall apply to such
requirenments.

3. A Party shall not condition the receipt or continued receipt
of an advantage, in connection with investnents in its territory of
investors of a Party or of a non-Party, on conpliance with any of
the foll ow ng requirenents:

(a) to purchase, wuse or accord a preference to goods
produced in its territory, or to purchase goods from
producers in its territory;

(b) to achieve a given level or percentage of donestic
cont ent;

! U.S. proposed the follow ng | anguage:

"The Parties confirmtheir understanding that Article 1106 (1)
(g) refers to requirenents, commtnents, or undertakings that an
investor supply its production of particular goods, or its
provision of particular services, to a specific region or world
mar ket, exclusively fromthe territory of the Party."
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(c) to relate in any way the volume or value of inports to
the volunme or value of exports or to the anount of
foreign exchange i nfl ows associ at ed with such
i nvestment; or

(d) to restrict sales of goods or services in its territory
that such investnent produces or provides by limting
such sales in any way to the volume or value of its
exports or foreign exchange earni ngs.

4. Not hi ng in paragraph 3 shall be construed to prevent a Party
fromconditioning the receipt or continued recei pt of an advant age,
in connection wth investnents in its territory of investors of a
Party or of a non-Party, on conpliance with a requirenent to | ocate
production, provide a service, train or enploy workers, construct
or expand particular facilities, or <carry out research and
devel oprent, in its territory.

5. Paragraphs 1 and 3 do not apply to any requirenments other than
the requirenments listed in those paragraphs.

Article 1107: Senior Managenent and Boards of Directors

1. A Party shall not require that an enterprise of the Party that
is an investnent of an investor of another Party appoint to senior
managenent positions individuals of any particular nationality.

2. A Party may require that a majority of the board of directors,
or any commttee thereof, of an enterprise of the Party that is an
investnent of an investor of another Party, be of a particular
nationality, or resident in the territory of the Party, provided
that the requirenment does not materially inpair the ability of the
i nvestor to exercise control over its investnent.

Article 1108: Reservations and Exceptions '

1. Articles 1102, 1103, 1106 and 1107 do not apply to:

(a) any existing non-conformng neasure that is maintained
by:

! GATT XX, nullification and inparinment and public order
to be resol ved.
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(i) a Party at the federal level, as described in its
Schedule to Annex | or |11,

(ii) a state or province, for two years after the entry
into force of this Agreenment; and thereafter, as
described by a Party inits Schedule to Annex |, or

(iii)a local governnent;

(b) the continuation or pronpt renewal of any non-conform ng
nmeasure referred to in subparagraph (a); or

(c) an anendnent to any non-conformng neasure referred to
in subparagraph (a) to the extent that the anmendnent
does not decrease the conformty of the neasure, as it
exi sted imedi ately before the anendnent, with Articles
1102, 1103, 1106 and 1107.

2. A Party shall have two years fromthe entry into force of this
Agreenent to describe in its Schedule to Annex | any existing
non- conf orm ng neasure nai ntained by a state or province.

3. A Party shall not be required to describe in its Schedule to
Annex | any existing non-conformng neasure that is maintained by a
| ocal governnent.

4. To the extent indicated by a Party in its Schedule to Annex
1, Articles 1102, 1103, 1106 and 1107 do not apply to any neasure
adopted or maintained by a Party with respect to the sectors,
subsectors or activities as described therein.

5. Any neasure adopted by a Party in a manner consistent wth
paragraph 4 shall not require an investor of another Party, by
reason of its nationality, to sell or otherwi se dispose of an
i nvestnent existing at the tinme the neasure becones effective.

6. Articles 1102 and 1103 do not apply to any measure that is an
exception to, or derogation from the obligations under Article
1703 (Intellectual Property) as specifically provided for in that
Article.

7. Article 1103 does not apply to treatnent accorded by a Party
pursuant to agreenments or wth respect to sectors described in
Annex | V.

8. Articles 1102, 1103 and 1107 do not apply to:

(a) procurenents of goods or services by a Party or a state
enterprise; or
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(b) subsidies and grants, including governnent-supported
| oans, guarantees and insurance provided by a Party or a
state enterpri se.

9. The provisions of:

(a) paragraphs 1(a), (b), (c) and (f), and 3(a) and (b) of
Article 1106 do not apply to qualification requirenents
for goods or services with respect to export pronotion
and foreign aid prograns;

(b) paragraphs 1(b), (c), (f) and (g), and 3(a) and (b) of
Article 1106 do not apply with respect to procurenent of
goods or services by a Party or a state enterprise; and'

(c) paragraphs 3(a) and (b) of Article 1106 do not apply to
requirenments inposed by an inporting Party related to
the content of goods necessary to qualify for
preferential tariffs or preferential quotas.

Article 1109: Transfers

1. Each Party shall permt all transfers and international
paynments ("transfers") relating to an investnent of an investor of
another Party in the territory of the Party to be nmade freely and
wi t hout del ay. Such transfers include:

(a) profits, dividends, interest, capital gains, royalty
paynments, mnanagenent fees, technical assistance and
other fees, returns in kind, and other anounts derived
fromthe investnent;

(b) proceeds from the sale of all or any part of the
investnent or from the partial or conplete |iquidation
of the investnent;

(c) paynents nade under a contract entered into by the
investor, or its investnent, including paynents nade
pursuant to a | oan agreenent;

(d) paynents made pursuant to Article 1110 ; and

(e) paynents arising out of an investnent dispute as defined

Under di scussi on.
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in Article 11XX

2. Each Party shall permt transfers to be nade in a freely
usable currency at the narket rate of exchange prevailing on the
date of transfer with respect to spot transactions in the currency
to be transferred.

3. No Party shall require its investors to transfer, or penalize
its investors who fail to transfer, the incone, earnings, profits
or other anounts derived from or attributable to, an investnent in
the territory of another Party.

4. Not wi t hst andi ng paragraphs 1, 2 and 3, a Party may prevent a
transfer through the equitable, non-discrimnatory and good faith
application of its laws relating to:

(a) bankruptcy, insolvency or the protection of the rights
of creditors;

(b) issuing, trading or dealing in securities;
(c) crimnal or penal offenses;

(d) reports of transfers of currency or other nonetary
i nstrunents; or

(e) ensuring the satisfaction of judgnents in adjudicatory
pr oceedi ngs.

5. Paragraph 3 shall not be construed to prevent a Party from
i nposi ng any measure through the equitable, non-discrimnatory and
good faith application of its laws relating to the matters set out
i n subparagraphs (a) through (e) of paragraph 4.

6. A Party may restrict the transfers of returns in kind only in
circunstances in which it could otherwise restrict such transfers
under this Agreenent.
Article 1110: Expropriation and Conpensation
1. No Party shall directly or indirectly nationalize or
expropriate an investnent of an investor of another Party in its
territory or take a neasure tantanount to nationalization or
expropriation of such an investnent ("expropriation"), except:

(a) for a public purpose;

(b) on a non-discrimnatory basis;
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(c) in accordance with due process of |law and the genera
principles of treatnment provided in Article 1105; and

(d) upon paynent of conpensation in accordance wth
par agraphs 2 to 6.

2. Conpensation shall be equivalent to the fair market value of
t he expropri at ed I nvest nent i medi atel y bef ore t he
expropriation took place ("date of expropriation"), and shal
not reflect any change in value occurring because the intended
expropriation had becone known earlier. Valuation criteria
shall include going concern value, asset value (including
decl ared tax value of tangible property) and other criteria,
as appropriate to determne fair market val ue.

3. Conpensation shall be paid wthout delay and be fully
real i zabl e.

4. If payment is made in a G/ currency, conpensation shal

include interest at a comercially reasonable rate for that
currency from the date of expropriation until the date of actua
paynent t hereof.

5. If a Party elects to pay in a currency other than a G/
currency, the anount paid shall be no less than the equival ent of
the amount of conpensation owed on the date of expropriation
converted into a G/ currency at the market rate of exchange
prevailing on that date, plus accrued interest at a comercially
reasonable rate for that G/ currency fromthe date of expropriation
until the date of actual paynent.

6. Upon paynent, conpensation shall be freely transferable as
provided in Article 1109.

7. This Article does not apply to the issuance of conpulsory
licenses granted in relation to intellectual property rights, or
the revocation, limtation or creation of intellectual property
rights to the extent that such issuance, revocation, limtation or

creation is consistent with Chapter 17 (Intellectual Property).

Article 1111: Special Formalities and Information Requirenents

1. Nothing in Article 1102 shall be construed to prevent a Party
from adopting or nmaintaining a mneasure that prescribes special
formalities in connection with the establishnment of investnents by
i nvestors of another Party, such as a requirenent that investors be
residents of the Party or that investnents be legally constituted
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under the laws and regulations of the Party, provided that such
formalities do not inpair the substance of the benefits of any of
the provisions in this Chapter.?®

2. Notwi t hstanding Articles 1102 and 1103, a Party nmay require,
from an investor of another Party or its investnent, routine
business information, to be wused solely for informational or
statistical purposes, concerning that investnment in its territory.
The Party shall protect such business information as 1is
confidential fromdisclosure that would prejudice the investor's or
the investnent's conpetitive position. Nothing in this paragraph
shall preclude a Party from otherwi se obtaining or disclosing
information in connection with the equitable and good faith
application of its | aws.

Article 1112: Relationship to Qther Chapters

1. In the event of any inconsistency between a provision of this
Chapter and a provision of another Chapter, the provision of the
other Chapter shall prevail to the extent of the inconsistency.?

2. A requirenent by a Party that a service provider of another
Party post a bond or other form of financial security as a
condition of providing a service into its territory does not of
itself make this Chapter applicable to the provision of that
cross-border service. This Chapter shall apply to that Party's
treatment of the posted bond or financial security.

Article 1113: Deni al of Benefits

Each Party reserves the right to deny to an investor of
another Party that is an enterprise of such Party and to
investnments of such investor the benefits of this Chapter if
investors of a non-Party own or control the enterprise and:?

Article 1114: Environnmental Measures

1. Nothing in this Chapter shall be construed to prevent a Party
from adopting, maintaining, or enforcing any mneasure, otherw se
consistent with this Chapter, that it considers appropriate to
ensure that investnment activity inits territory is undertaken in a
manner sensitive to environnental concerns.

2. The Parties recognize that it is inappropriate to encourage
investnment by relaxing donestic health, safety or environnental
nmeasur es. Accordingly, a Party should not waive or otherw se

derogate from or offer to waive or otherwi se derogate from such
measures as an encouragenent for the establishnent, acquisition,
expansion, or retention in its territory of an investnent of an
investor. |If a Party considers that another Party has offered such
an encouragenent, it may request consultations with the other Party
and the two Parties shall consult with a view to avoiding any such
encour agenent .

Article 1117: Consultation and Negoti ati on
The parties to an investnent dispute should first attenpt to settle
the dispute through consultation or negotiation. Consul tation or
negotiation under this Article shall not constitute the initiation
of donestic proceedings for purposes of Article 1117.
Article 1118: Fora for Resolving an Investnent D spute

Article 1119: Limtation Period

An investor shall not be entitled to submt an investnent
dispute to arbitration if nore than three years have el apsed since
the date on which the investor first acquired, or should have first
acqui red, know edge of the alleged breach and know edge that it has
incurred | oss or damage.

Article 1120: Arbitration Fora

1. Provi ded that six nonths have el apsed since the date on which
the investnent dispute arose, the investor may submt the dispute
to arbitration under:

(a) the ICSID Convention, provided that both the disputing
Party and the Party of the investor are parties to the
Conventi on;

(b) the Additional Facility Rules of I1CSID, provided that
the disputing Party or the Party of the investor, but
not both, is a party to the 1 CSI D Convention; or

(c) the UNCITRAL Arbitration Rules.

provision generic and will decide where, outside the Investnent
Chapter, to place the provision.
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2. The Secretary GCeneral of ICSID shall serve as appointing
authority for an arbitration under the UNCI TRAL Arbitrati on Rul es.

3. The applicable arbitration rules shall govern the arbitration
except to the extent nodified by this Part.

Article 1121: Consent to Arbitration

1. Each Party hereby consents to the subm ssion of an investnent
di spute between that Party and an investor of another Party for
settlenment by arbitration in accordance with the provisions of this
Part.

2. The submssion by an investor of an investnent dispute to
arbitration under this Part, together with the consent given by
each Party in paragraph 1, shall satisfy the requirenent of:

(a) Chapter Il of the I1CSID Convention (Jurisdiction of the
Centre) and the Additional Facility Rules for witten
consent of the parties;

(b) Article Il of the New York Convention for an agreenent
inwiting; and
(c) Article | of the Inter-Arerican Convention for an
agr eenent .
3. Any dispute submtted by an investor for arbitration under
this Part shall be considered to arise out of a comercial

relationship or transaction for purposes of Article |I of the New
York Convention and Article | of the Inter-Anerican Conventi on.

4. By submtting the dispute to arbitration, the investor:

(a) consents to arbitration in accordance wth the
provisions of this Part; and

(b) waives its and its investnent's right to initiate or
continue before any admnistrative tribunal or court
[under the donmestic law]' of any Party any proceedings
with respect to the neasure of the disputing Party that

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is alleged to be a breach of this Chapter, except for

Article 1122: Notice

An investor shall give to the disputing Party witten notice
of its intention to submt an investnent dispute to arbitration at
| east ninety days before the dispute is submtted, which notice
shal | specify:

(a) the nanes and addresses of the parties to the dispute;

(b) the provisions of this Chapter alleged to have been
breached and any other rel evant provisions;

(c) the issues and the factual basis for the claim and
(dy the relief sought and the approximate anmount of
conpensati on cl ai ned.

Article 1123: Selection or Appointnent of Presiding Arbitrator 2

! The final drafting nmust neke it clear that article
1117(1) (a) addresses a donestic cause of action under the NAFTA and
article 1120(4)(b) addresses donestic | aw other than the NAFTA

It nmust also be clear that "declaratory" and "extraordinary
relief" do not include relief that involves the paynent of damages.

In the case of Mexico, it is agreed that an investor nust
elect, at the end of the admnistrative process, either to submt
his dispute to arbitration under the NAFTA or initiate judicial
proceedings or admnistrative tribunal proceedings under Mexican
donestic law. If the investor is successful in anparo proceedings,
he may then submt the issue of conpensation to arbitration under
the NAFTA or, if Mexico creates a cause of action for a violation
of the NAFTA, submt the issue of conpensation to a court.
Pl acement of this exception will be subject to determnation of
pl acenent of other exceptions currently in the Investnment Chapter.
See attached Mexican text.

2 Canada will redraft this Article to address the probl em
with the appointnment of arbitrators and establish a particular
mechani sm for appointing arbitrators.
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1. Unl ess the disputing parties select the presiding arbitrator:

(a) the presiding arbitrator shall be selected or appointed
in accordance with the applicable arbitration rules from
the Iist of presiding arbitrators described in paragraph
2; and

(b) in the event that no such presiding arbitrator is
available to serve, the Secretary-Ceneral of [CSID shal
appoint fromthe 1CSID Panel of Arbitrators a presiding
arbitrator who is not a national of any of the Parties.

Article 1124: Consolidation

1. The Secretariat of the Conmmssion shall maintain a public
register of submssions to arbitration under Article 1119 and
requests nmade under paragraph 2.

2. A disputing party that seeks an order under paragraph 4 may
request the Secretary Ceneral of ICSID to establish an arbitration
tribunal and shall specify in the request:

(a) the nanme of the disputing party or parties against which
the order is sought;

(b) the nature of the order sought; and
(c) the grounds on which the order is sought.

A disputing party that seeks an order under paragraph 4 shall give
to the disputing party or parties against which the order is sought
a copy of the request.

3. Wthin 60 days of receipt of the request, the Secretary
CGeneral of I1CSID shall establish an arbitration tribunal consisting
of three arbitrators. The presiding arbitrator shall be selected
from the roster described in Article 1122. In the event that no
such presi di ng arbitrator S avai | abl e to serve, t he
Secretary-Ceneral of ICSID shall appoint a presiding arbitrator,
who is not a national of any of the Parties fromthe |ICSI D Panel of
Arbitrators. The two other nenbers shall be selected from the
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roster described in Article 1122, or to the extent not avail able
from that roster, fromthe ICSID Panel of Arbitrators, or to the
extent not available from that panel, in the discretion of the
Secretary Ceneral, provided that one nenber shall be a national of
the disputing Party and one nenber shall be a national of the Party
whose investors are disputing parties. The arbitration tribuna
shal |l conduct itself in accordance with the UNCI TRAL Arbitration
Rul es.
